WHAT IS THE FIRST THINGS FIRST REGIONAL PARTNERSHIP COUNCIL FOOD
SECURITY PROGRAM?

Through this strategy, First Things First funding can be utilized to support distribution of
emergency food boxes with a focus on including items and nutritional resources for families
with young children. Each box provides a three-day supply of food and serves a family until
more permanent assistance is acquired. Other strategies will also be considered. These
include, but are not limited to:
e Distribution of infant boxes containing diapers, infant food, or other such commodities
to families with young children; infant formula may be provided.
e Bulk purchases of food products or products such as diapers that can be distributed to
families through existing distribution efforts, such as provision of emergency food
boxes.

To support families facing food insecurity, and prevent potential long-term negative effects of
under-nutrition in young children, the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) has created a
general outline of daily feeding schedules for infants, toddler, and preschoolers. First Things
First funded food security grantees will follow the AAP guidelines and the other requirements
listed in the Standards of Practice

WHAT IS THE TOTAL AMOUNT OF FUNDING AVAILABLE?

Approximately $140,000 is available in this Request for Grant Application. Contract renewal
will be contingent upon satisfactory contract performance, evaluation and availability of funds.

The anticipated contract period for any resultant grant will be January 1, 2012 - to June 30,
2012.
