education and achieving advanced certifications. Mental health practitioners will submit an application
to First Things First’s Tuition Reimbursement Program through the administrative home in order to
receive reimbursement for tuition costs to complete coursework/curricula leading to a credential or
endorsement. FTF Sr. Director for Children’s Health will review and approve of the application.

e Financial support will reimburse tuition costs (resident) at state universities or approved in-state
early childhood mental health institutes for post graduate study leading to early childhood mental
health credential, endorsement or and additional Master’s Degree.

e Applicants who choose to accept the financial assistance must commit to two years of service
working with the birth through five populations in Arizona for every year of financial assistance.

e Practicum experiences must include working with children birth through age five to gain specific
expertise and knowledge to work with children in this age range and their parents or early care and
education providers.

e Up to one-half of tuition may be reimbursed at the time of enrollment and payment of fees with
the remainder of tuition costs reimbursed at successful completion of the program and awarding of
the credential, endorsement or degree.

maximum amount per single applicant.
o Applicants may choose to request up to $5,000 but are not required to use the maximum
amount.



o At least 20 tuition reimbursements will be awarded in a year but more can be awarded if
the request is less than $5,000 per applicant.

specific time period as a condition of accepting the tuition reimbursement.
