Reads

At the close of phase 1, eligibility for consideration to move to phase 2 will be based on a review of the implementation plan and budget that aligns with the planned capacity building tactics and activities to be implemented. Not all applicants selected for phase 1 may be selected for phase 2. Successful completion of phase 1 is defined as submitting a plan that assesses the capacity building needs of FTF rural, urban, and tribal regions and presents a comprehensive plan and approach that aligns with and addresses the capacity building identified through the assessment and planning phase. The plan and approach should reflect cultural or regional considerations that may influence the capacity building strategy proposed for implementation.

At the close of phase 1, eligibility for consideration to move to phase 2 will be based on a review of the capacity building approach and plan.  The capacity building approach and plan will include the following:

1. Findings from phase 1 planning that include:

a. the planning methods and processes
b. presentation of the information collected

c. interpretation of the information collected, statement of identified needs, and recommendations
2. Capacity building strategy narrative that includes:

a. a definition of the organizations/agencies that will receive capacity building services, e.g. agencies within a particular geographic region

b. a description of the methods or services that will be used to build capacity, e.g. workshops, online tool kits, one-on-one technical assistance
c. an explanation of how the methods or services were derived from the findings and why the methods or services will be effective with the defined organizations/agencies
d. barriers to implementation and strategies for addressing barriers
e. quantification of methods or services to be delivered, e.g. number of workshops, number of contacts with agencies, number of mentors trained
3. Line item budget and budget narrative for phase 2
4. Implementation plan for phase 2
In determining eligibility to move to phase 2, the components of the capacity building approach and plan will be weighted as follows:

1. Findings from phase 1 planning (20%)

2. Capacity building strategy narrative (30%)

3. Line item budget and narrative (20%)

4. Implementation plan (30%)

Additional guidance on the capacity building plan will be provided to successful applicants in phase 1.

Successful completion of phase 1 is defined as submitting a plan that assesses the capacity building needs of FTF rural, urban, and tribal regions and presents a comprehensive plan and approach that aligns with and addresses the capacity building identified through the assessment and planning phase.
